Our private lesson program for 2002-03 year will
end April 30. This means lessons after April 30 will
not be billed through the school. Private lesson
instructors will contact parents (or you may talk with
the instructor if you have not been contacted) to find
out individual plans for the summer months. (May
lessons should continue as scheduled.) The fees from
May through July will be billed and collected directly
by the private lesson instructor. Our program will
begin next school year in August.

  I will be sending the monthly billing out (May 2)
that should include all current lessons through April
30. If you do not receive the bill for your student’s
lessons by May 10 please contact my office at 435-
8495. The account balances for students will be due
upon receipt to my office (CPHS, Attn: Sheila
Olenich, 2150 Cypress Creek, Cedar Park, TX
78613). Any balances remaining on student private
lesson accounts after May 15 will be turned over to
the appropriate school office for collection purposes.
This action can hold up your student’s end of the year
report card, schedules for next year, graduation
ceremonies and diploma (if a senior). Please plan
now to have payments into my office no later than
May 15 so your student will be cleared.

  This procedure is necessary so that I have time
to clear the books before the end of school and turn in
a list of past due accounts to offices. I will be out of
the office May 17-28 (a little R&R) and will NOT be
available to take care of payments.
