Easy donation
Many large corporations provide matching gifts for

their employees’ volunteer hours. All that is required is
for the employee/volunteer to fill out a simple form,
have it verified by the band staff, and a check arrives
in the mail to the Band Booster program, which is
recognized by the IRS as a 501(c)(3) corporation.
Check with your community affairs department and
see if your company has such a program.

Med Tent offers comfort
The “Med Tent” functions as a “comfort station,”

but we don’t want to entice students away from their
mission to put a first class marching show on the
field. Marching is hard work and the “Med Tent” is
designed to help them participate as comfortably as
possible.

The “Med Tent” provides a temporary resting
place with cold water, cool towels, shade and over-
the-counter medications for students who need a few
minutes to regroup before taking the field again.

It is not intended to diagnose or treat medical
conditions. If a true medical condition exists that
requires more skilled treatment, the student’s parent is
contacted or, for urgent matters, 911 is called. The
average stay at the “Med Tent” is less than five
minutes. A student who feels he or she needs
to remain in the “Med Tent” longer than 15 minutes
is usually asked to call a parent or talk to a band
director. The student is always responsible for
deciding if he or she is fit to march. 

Over-the-counter medications and treatment that
a student would ordinarily be able to obtain at home,
such as Tylenol, Tums, Neosporin and Band Aids, are
available. When a student comes to the “Med
Tent” and requests an over-the-counter product,  two
questions are asked: “What is the problem?” and
“When did you last take medication?” Confirmation is
made regarding parental permission to
administer over-the-counter medications. The
student’s complaint/symptoms and the treatment/
response is recorded. The requested product is
administered following the instructions on the
package. We cannot exceed the recommended
dosage.  

 We cannot wrap joints.We can apply ice for 10
minutes. If a student is taking prescription medication
that cannot be taken at home because he or she is
participating in a band function, we can make that
available with your written permission.

Parent volunteers with no formal medical training
staff the “Med Tent,” to provide students with a blend
of TLC and encouragement to get back on the field
so they don’t miss too much.  Although “Med Tent”
staffers are pleasant, we are not buddies. The
students miss important instruction when they leave
the field and we don’t want them to be visiting with
us.  We do want them to become comfortable enough
to join their fellow band members on the field as
quickly as possible.
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Chaperones
The efforts of the volunteer chaperones enable the directors and students to give their full attention to their

performance — and this year promises to be a great show.
The first few game assignments are listed below. Please remember:
• If you are unable to work a game, please contact Leslie or Mike Greer now, or as early as possible if

something comes up, so a replacement can be scheduled. Do not send someone in your place.
• Only experienced game chaperones will be asked to chaperone at contests!
• Final confirmation and specific game information will be made seven to 10 days before events. If you do

not return phone calls or e-mails, it will be assumed that you can not make it and a replacement will be sched-
uled.

• Volunteer application (the one that the school district receives) must be on file if you plan to chaperone. If
it is not, you cannot help.

To save postage and printing cost, the Howler is

now being sent electronically to Booster members. If
you would like to receive your Howler electronically,
please contact Danette Seiler at ldseiler@mmm.com.

The CPHS band e-mail distribution is the primary
mechanism to distribute information to parents and
staff. The weekly announcements as well the the
Howler are posted on the Web site and an e-mail
notice is sent to the list to inform subscribers. The e-
mail list is also an effective mechanism to communi-
cate with all the band parents.

To subscribe to the e-mail list, please visit
www.cphsband.org and click on the link on the lower
left side of the screen, “Subscribe to band email
distribution list.”

A list serve or discussion group is a convenient
way for groups to communicate by disseminating a
single message to a group simultaneously. The
advantage is that everyone who is a member of the
list serve has the ability to communicate with all the
other members without the need to create and
maintain a personal distribution list. The distribution
list is maintained centrally, and in most cases, adminis-
tered automatically.

The CPHS band list serve is classified as re-
stricted. This means that membership to the list
requires the approval of the list’s owner (currently
David Schlosser). Mr. Morrison will only allow band
parents and the CPHS band staff to join. Only list
serve members can post and will receive messages
from the list serve. Individual e-mail addresses are
masked.

Use of the CPHS band list serve should be
restricted only to band-related items, and not for
personal information or business.

Joining the CPHS band list serve is a multi-step
process with numerous membership safeguards in
place. Once the CPHS band list serve receives your
activation approval, you will receive a second e-mail
message confirming that your registration has been
completed. At the same time, the request is also sent
to the list owner for approval. If the list owner
doesn’t recognize your e-mail address, an e-mail
message will be sent to you to confirm that you are a
CPHS band parent. After final approval is granted by
the list owner, you will receive a third e-mail message
welcoming you to the CPHS band list serve. Print this
message. This message contains instructions on how
to post messages, unsubscribe from the list serve and
read the list serve’s archived messages.
